Prep: 10 Cook: 15 mins Serves: 6

Ingredients

1 cup brown or basmati rice (uncooked)

2 sprays olive or canola oil spray
2 large egg

1 tsp sesame oil

1 large onion, chopped

1 medium capsicum, chopped

1 large carrot, chopped

2 cups cabbage, chopped

1 cup frozen peas

1 cup frozen corn kernel

1 cup bean sprouts

2 spring onions (including green tops)
3 tbs salt-reduced soy sauce

1 tbs oyster sauce

Method

1. Cook rice fellowing packet directions drain and cool completely.

2, Lightly spray a heated non-stick pan with cil and pour in eggs to make a thin omelette. Cook
over gentle heat until set. Transfer to a plate and slice thinly. Sat aside.

= Have you ever tried to help someone who is being bullied? What happened? What would

Encourage them to seek help from a trusted adult and keep seeking support if needed.
