Principal’s Message 
 

Parent Night

Faction Carnival 
Commencing September 15 (Week 9) is our annual Faction Athletics Carnival. It will be a 
busy week with the Jumps and Throw events happening on the Monday and Tuesday, 
followed by the main event on Friday, September 19. We are all looking forward to a great 
week. 
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During the carnival students will be supervised by teachers and will be required to stay in 
the student bays. They will have an opportunity to join parents at recess and lunch times. 
Recess will be from 10:30am to 10:50am and the lunch break will be 12:20pm until 
12:50pm – regardless of where we are in the events program. 
 
Pre-primary students will return to class following the first event after the recess break. 
Both Pre-primary and Kindergarten students are welcome to join their family for the lunch 
break (12.20pm-12.50pm). However, this will require a parent to collect the student from 
the classroom by signing them out with the class teacher and then signing them back into 
the classroom at the end of the break. If the student is departing for the day, they will need 
to be signed out through the Office. If a Pre-primary or Kindergarten student is signed out 
for the day, we kindly request that they leave the school premises and not spectate the 
events. This helps us to ensure that all students are safe. 
 

Mr Edmonds is seeking parent volunteers to assist with the running of events. If you can 
assist on any of the days, please contact Mr Edmonds. Your assistance is greatly valued 
and helps to make this annual whole school event a success. 
 
Compass 
As communicated in the last newsletter, The Department of Education will be transitioning 
Banksia Park Primary to the Compass application from our ‘Go Live’ date of Tuesday, 16 
September (Week 9). As part of this process, an automated SMS system will be implemented 
from a school contact name of BanksiaPPS.  
 
What will change for Families? 
  
Compass will send parents/ caregivers an SMS to their mobile phone number recorded with the 
school when their child is marked absent without an explanation. A sample message is below:  
 

 
  
Parents/ caregivers will use this link to add an explanation and any notes about their child’s 
absence. Please note that the link will be valid for only 48 hours, and do not reply to this 
message via SMS as the school will not receive it. The phone must also be connected to an 
Internet data plan or have WIFI access to use the hyperlink. If the child is absent again without 
prior explanation, parents/ caregivers will receive a new one-time link. 
 
If parents/ caregivers choose not to use the link provided, you can still notify the school of your 
child’s absence via telephone (9266 6400), a written message through your child’s classroom 
teacher, an email to BanksiaPark.PS@education.wa.edu.au, or via the online absence form on the 
school’s website.  
 
Following our ‘Go Live’ date, parents/ caregivers will receive an email invitation and instructions for 
how to create an account on the Compass app for your child(ren). Compass will become the main 
channel of communication between yourself and the school.

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Please note, should you already be using the Compass app as a teacher/ education assistant or 
from your child/ren at another school, you will be able to add a separate account for your child/ren 
at Banksia Park Primary and switch between the different profiles – as needed.  
 
Healthcare/ Medical Update for Students 
Thank you to all families who completed and returned a healthcare/ medical update for their child/ren 
over the past fortnight. Retaining current information is vital for the school to be able to access in 
the case of an emergency and in the general day-to-day care of our students.  
 
Should your child/ren’s care or medical needs change at any stage, please ensure that you update 
our administrative team at BanksiaPark.PS@education.wa.edu.au or through visiting our 
administration desk in person as soon as practicable.  
 
Similarly, if your child has medication/ medical equipment stored for use by the school (i.e., Epipen 
or asthma reliever), your support in ensuring that new medication is provided in a timely manner 
before the expiry date is important.  
 
We thank you for your attentiveness to these matters. 
 
SCISA Interschool Cross Country – Rescheduled 

The Interschool Cross Country Carnival, which was originally planned for Week 5, has 
been rescheduled to Tuesday, 23 September (Week 10). We’re really hopeful the 
weather will be kinder to us this time.

**CANTEEN UPDATE** 
As you may have heard at the recent assembly, we will be transitioning our canteen volunteering to a 
class-based system, where each week a nominated classroom will be responsible for providing the 
canteen volunteers for the week  
 
We appreciate this a big change from our current practice, however it is necessary to allow the school 
and P & C to keep our canteen operations in house and to continue to provide the level of quality our 
school deserves and is accustomed to.  Each class will take a turn every term, and there are three shifts 
of two and a half hours each, spread over the two days the canteen is open.  
Each week, the class reps for the allocated class will be rallying the parents to nominate their volunteers. 
Please note: the volunteers do not have to come from that specific classroom, it will just be up to that 
class to provide the volunteers for their allocated week.  
 
Volunteers are also not required to be parents of BPPS students; however, any non-parent volunteers 
are required to hold a valid working with children check.  
 
All volunteers are also required to complete the free online food handling safety certification and all 
about allergen training. This is once off certification, if you have completed already/once you complete
