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Guidelines for Parents/ Caregivers:
To assist with the smooth running of the day, we respectfully ask your support with the following:

+ Students may sit with their parents/ caregivers during the recess and lunch breaks only.

* Please do not approach faction bays, ensure student have everything to be self-sufficient
between breaks.

» If you sign your child out before the end of the school day, we kindly ask that they leave
with you and not remain at the event as a spectator. This helps us keep all students safe
and ensures fairness for those still participating.

* Please do not bring pets to the carnival.

» Shelters can be erected close to the fithess equipment, behind the blue line as best as
possible. Please avoid using side walls.

* Please administer students any preventative medication that they may need (i.e., asthma
reliever, antihistamine) before school.

Compass — Transition to a New Communication & Information Management System

The Department of Education has transitioned Banksia Park Primary to the Compass application
from our ‘Go Live’ date of Tuesday, 16 September. As part of this process, an automated SMS
system is now active from a school contact name of BanksiaPPS.

Compass will send parents/ caregivers an SMS to their mobile phone number recorded with the
school when their child is marked absent without an explanation. A sample message is below:

George is not present for a
class as of 12:31 PM., Please
add attendance note here:

contact the school.

Parents/ caregivers can use this link to add an explanation for their child’s absence. Please note
that the link will be valid for only 48 hours, and do not reply to this message via SMS as the
school will not receive it. The phone must also be connected to an Internet data plan or have
WIFI access to use the hyperlink. If the child is absent again without prior explanation, parents/
caregivers will receive a new one-time link.

If parents/ caregivers choose not to use the link provided, you can still notify the school of your
child’s absence via telephone (9266 6400), a written message through your child’s classroom
teacher, an email to BanksiaPark.PS@education.wa.edu.au, or via the online absence form on the
school’s website.

Within the coming days, parents/ caregivers will receive an email invitation and instructions for how
to create an account on the Compass app for your child(ren). Compass will become the main
channel of communication between yourself and the school. However, Connect will remain active
alongside Compass for the remainder of the 2025 school year.

Please note, should you already be using the Compass app as a teacher/ education assistant or
from a child(ren) at another school, you will be able to add a separate account for your child(ren) at
Banksia Park Primary and switch between the different profiles — as needed.
