Colour Run Update

and friends for sponsorship. All monies raised will go to school improvements to the school
environment including new classroom furniture. Our congratulations were extended last week to
Area 12 (Year 4) who won the prizes for the most students registered.

Leeming High School Combined Schools Band

In exciting news, we can confirm that Leeming Senior High School will be including the Band
Coordinator in their staffing allocation going forward ensuring the sustainability of this new Band
initiative.

Code Camp

Following the very high levels of interest in the school run Robotics Club, Banksia Park has agreed
to trial a partnership with Code Camp to provide a weekly STEM after school program for students
in Years 3-6 and a “Little Coders” program for students PP-Year 2. Sessions would be provided
on Wednesday afternoons 3.10pm — 4.25 pm (75-minute sessions) in Term 1 if there is
sufficient interest. This would allow for an 8-week program including programs in robotics, coding
and more. With a 1 to 8 student ratio, students have high levels of support to develop future ready
skills in a fun and interactive program. We will be sending home some additional information in
the coming days seeking an expression of interest in participating. Code Camp is a parent-
pay model with sessions costing $34.50 a session with early enrolment discounts applied.
Students would have an opportunity to explore new concepts through fun, hands-on projects so
keep an eye out for this information soon.
