Principal’s Message 
 
Colour Run  
The Colour Run event on Friday was just as crazy and colourful as anticipated. The total on the school 
dashboard is $19,236.71. Our highest individual fundraiser was Arav Khokhar from Area 12 who raised 
an amazing $770.00! This is a wonderful achievement, and all students and families should be 
congratulated on their fundraising efforts to support our school. 
 
It is now time to order your child’s fundraising awards. The dashboard will close on Friday, 14 
November to allow for postage and shipping before the end of the year. Please ensure that you have 
ordered ahead of this date as we will be unable to order for individual students after the closing date. 
 
A huge thank you to the team of parents – Tania, Rev and Victoria who arrived just after recess to help 
set up the stations. Thank you also to the large number of parents who manned the powdered colour and 
water guns throughout the event. Our appreciation is also extended to the P&C for their organisation of 
the sale of icy poles at the end of the day.  
 
Special mention to our staff and pre-service teachers, who along with these wonderful parent helpers, 
worked tirelessly to prepare for this event. It was a huge team effort by all, and this event would not have 
been possible without the assistance of many so…thank you everyone. 
 
IMSS & Band 2026  
The Instrumental Music School Services (IMSS) program in Western Australian public schools provides 
selected beginning instrumental students with free instrumental tuition from Department of Education 
specialists. Selection begin when all students in Year 4 complete an aptitude test to assess musical 
potential. Shortlisted students are then offered places and allocated instruments suited to their physical 
characteristics and available instrument selections, with final offers made in Term 4. At Banksia Park, the 
instruments available are Guitar, Flute, and Clarinet with participation in the new Leeming HS Combined 
Schools Band strongly encouraged for all IMSS participants. Please note this band opportunity is also 
available for any student studying a band instrument privately (percussion, piano, trombone, saxophone, 
trumpet, euphonium, flute and clarinet). 
 
Participation in IMSS requires a long-term commitment to learning an instrument and contributing to school 
music ensembles, including the new opportunity mentioned to participate in the Leeming Senior High 
School Combined Schools Band which rehearses Mondays at LSHS. Students are expected to practise 
regularly, attend all lessons and rehearsals, and stay dedicated throughout their schooling. These programs 
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foster performance skills, confidence, and teamwork, while families play an important role in supporting 
consistent practice and engagement. There is a limited number of places in the IMSS instrumental music 
program and students are ranked based on a range of criteria demonstrating suitability for instrumental 
learning. This includes: 
 

• Results of the Music Aptitude test. 

• Interest/experience in learning an instrument. 

• Capacity to maintain achievement in the classroom (participating students are withdrawn for half an 
hour tuition weekly from the regular classroom program). 

• Parent commitment and support for instrumental learning. 

• Musical ability as demonstrated in school music activities. 

• Physical suitability to play their selected instrument. 
 
Expressions of interest are being distributed to selected students shortly.

Before and After School 
We’d like to remind families that, for everyone’s safety, students are not permitted to ride bikes within the 
school grounds at any time and should continue to refrain from playing on the climbing equipment before 
school.  
 
We understand that some families enjoy using the play equipment after school, this is fine to continue if 
children are supervised by an adult to ensure safe and considerate play. In the Pre-primary play area, we 
kindly ask for your support in ensuring children do not climb on the water trough at any time. Thank you for 
your cooperation in helping us keep our school grounds a safe and welcoming place for all. 
 
Student Sign in & out 
Just a friendly reminder that all students leaving and arriving during the day must be signed in or out through 
the school office. If you are leaving school grounds during the day with your child, parents need to sign them 
out at the office using Passtab BEFORE parents or carers collect them from their classrooms. When returning 
to school, they also need to be signed in before going back to class. This process ensures the whereabouts of 
the student during the school day and with Compass now active, will eliminate the absentee texts you would 
normally receive.  
 
SCISA Interschool Carnival 
A big week of Interschool has finished with Banksia Park finishing first in the Meritorious Shield (A handicap 
shield to account for school size). Students did a great job of representing themselves and the school. They 
tried their hardest, were respectful to each other and kept their area clean.

Code Camp 2026 – After School STEM Program 
In Term 1, 2026, Banksia Park Primary School will be offering students the 
opportunity to participate in a weekly after-school STEM program, delivered by 
Code Camp. This program will replace the Lego Robotics sessions that have 
previously been facilitated by staff volunteers. There has been an exceptionally 
high level of interest in Robotics from our students, and we have been 
approached by a private STEM provider wishing to establish their program at our 
school. As Banksia Park PS will not be running an after-school Robotics program 
in 2026, Code Camp may be of great interest to our school community. 
Code Camp offers a range of after-school options for students from Kindergarten 
to Year 6, including: 

• Little Coders (Kindy–Year 2) 
• Coding After School (Years 2–6) 
• Robotics After School (Years 2–6) 

Sessions will run Wednesdays after school for 75 minutes, finishing at 4:30 pm. 
Cost: $292 per child per term (Coding), or $356 per child per term (Robotics).

The 
system will be periodically sending log-in credentials via email to parents who are registered but who are yet 
to log into the application. This is partly to capture any new families who have joined our school. Over the 
coming 12-months, there will be further modules added to the system for Banksia Park Primary and so we 
encourage parents to use this time to familiarise themselves with the basic elements of the application.  
 
To date, we have had positive uptake from families on completing online absences from the text message 
link sent when students are marked as being away from school.

Global Mission United is a non-profit organisation that serves food to the homeless in Fremantle 

and Armadale. They also have contact with the Chaplaincy Department at Fiona Stanley Hospital and at 

Armadale Hospital. 

A ‘happy meal’ is a 

simple, non-perishable meal pack that can help a rough sleeper or the family of a hospital patient. Pre-

packaged, single serve snacks such as muesli bars, cheese dip and crackers, pretzels, tubs of diced fruit, 

200 ml UHT juice or milk boxes, tins of tuna, and dried fruit packs are examples of food items that are 

included.
