School Uniform — New Shirts 2027

We are excited to announce Banksia Park Primary School will be introducing new school shirts for
the 2027 school year, following feedback from our school community who have indicated a strong
preference for a mostly navy shirt, with an easy care, breathable fabric for durability and comfort.
The timeline for this introduction is 2027, which will allow time for full and proper consultation with
our community on the choice/design of a new shirt. Once the new shirt is selected and available for
sale, it will be phased in gradually with full implementation over 5 years. This will allow already
purchased uniforms to be worn, P&C stock to be consumed and even second-hand uniforms to be
handed down. During this transition period, students will be permitted to wear either shirt.

Awards Assembly (Pre-primary — Year 5)

This Awards Assembly will be conducted on Tuesday 16 December at 9am. Award recipients PP-
Yr 5 will be acknowledged at this special assembly. They will also receive a book prize and
personal citation presented by their classroom teacher/s along with a certificate.
